General Power Tool Safety Warnings

A WARNING:

Read all safety warnings and instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and instructions may
result in electric shock, fire and/or serious injury. Save allwarnings and instructions for future
reference. The term "power tool“ in the warnings refers to your mains-operated [corded) power

tool or battery-operated [cordless) power tool.

1.Keepworkarea clean and welllit. Cluttered or
darkareas invite accidents.

2. Do not operate power tools in explosive
atmospheres, such asin the presence of
flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools
create sparks which mayignite the dust or fumes

3. Keep children and bystanders awaywhile
operating a powertool. Distractions can cause
you tolose control.

4. Powertool plugs must match the outlet. Never
modify the pluginanyway. Do not use any
adapter plugs with grounded power tools.
Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will
reduce risk of electric shock.

5. Avoid body contact with grounded surfaces such
as pipes, radiators, ranges and refrigerators.
Thereis anincreased risk of electric shock if your
bodyis grounded.

6. Do not expose power tools to rain orwet
conditions. Water entering a power toolwill
increase the risk of electric shock.

7.Donot abuse the cord. Never use the cord for
carrying, pulling or unplugging the powertool.
Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or
moving parts. Damaged orentangled cords
increase the risk of electric shock.

8.When operating a power tool outdoors, use an

extension cord suitable foroutdooruse. Use ofa

cord suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of
electric shock.

9. Ifoperating a powertoolin a damplocationis
unavoidable, use a Ground Fault Circuit
Interrupter (GFCI) protected supply. Use of a
GFCI reduces the risk of electric shock

10.Grounded tools require a three wire extension

cord. Double Insulated tools can use eithera

two orthree wire extension cord.

11 Stay alert,watchwhat you are doing and use

common sense when operating a powertool. Do
not use a power toolwhile you are tired or under
theinfluence of drugs, alcohol or medication. A
moment of inattention while operating power
tools may result in serious personalinjury.

12. Use safety equipment. Alwaysweareye
protection. Safety equipment such as dust
mask, non-skid safety shoes, hard hat, or
hearing protection used for appropriate
conditionswillreduce personalinjuries.

13. Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure the
switchis in the off-position before connecting
to power source and/or battery pack, picking up
or carrying the tool. Carrying power tools with
your fingeron the switch orenergizing power
tools that have the switch oninvites accidents.

14. Remove any adjusting key orwrench before

turning the powertoolon. Awrench ora key left
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attached to a rotating part of the powertool
may result in personalinjury.

17.If devices are provided for the connection of
dust extraction and collection facilities, ensure
these are connected and properly used. Use of
these devices can reduce dust-related hazards.

20. Do not use the power toolif the switch does
not turnitonand off. Any powertoolthat
cannot be controlled with the switchis
dangerous and must be repaired.

21. Disconnect the plug from the power source
and/or the battery pack from the powertool

before making any adjustments, changing
accessories, or storing power tools. Such
preventive safety measures reduce the risk of
starting the powertool accidentally.

22. Store idle power tools out of the reach of
children and do not allow persons unfamiliar
with the powertool orthese instructions to
operate the powertool.

26.SERVICE AND REPAIRS should be made by
quali ed repairtechnicians at an authorized
repair center.

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Rotary Hammer Safety
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A WARNING

1. Wear ear protectors with rotary hammers.
Exposure to noise can cause hearing loss.

2. Use auxiliary handles supplied with the tool.
Loss of control can cause personal injury.

3. Hold power tools by insulated gripping
surfaces when performing an operation
where the cutting tool may contact hidden
wiring or its own cord. Contact with alive
wire will make exposed metal parts of the
toollive and shock the operator.

4. L et bit cool before touching, changing or
adjusting it. Bits heat up dramaticallywhile
in use, and can burn you.

5. If the drill bit jams, release the trigger
immediately; drill torque can cause injury or
break bit.

6. Maintain labels and nameplates on the tool.
These carry important safety information. If
unreadable or missing, contact tolsen Tools
for a replacement.

7. Avoid unintentional starting. Prepare to
begin work before turning on the tool.

8. Do not lay the tool down until it has come to
a complete stop. Moving parts can grab the

surface and pull the tool out of your control.

9. When using a handheld power tool, maintain
a firm grip on the tool with both hands to
resist starting torque.

10. Do not leave the tool unattended when it is

plugged into an electrical outlet. Turn off the
tool, and unplug it from its electrical outlet
before leaving.

1. When using electric hammer chisel only use
bits that are configured with the correct slots
forthis chuck.

2.BEFORE STARTING the operation, jog the
chisel switch to make sure the chisel bit does
notwobble orvibrate.

3.DO NOT USE fly cutters or multiple-part hole
cutters, as they can come apart or become

unbalanced in use.

4.MAKE SURE the spindle has come to a
complete stop before touching the chuckor
attempting to change the chisel bit also beware
that the bitwill be hot, let it cool down before
changing as it could burn and cause injury.

5.ALWAYS MAKE SURE THE CHISEL OR
CHISELIS FIRMLY SEATED IN THE Hex
CHUCK before starting the job in hand.

A WARNING

This electric hammer chisel does not have reverse direction, so always take care not to force the

chisel in case the chisel bit gets stuck. Always make sure you keep the chisel going in and out to

remove debris.

This chisel does not have torque facility. It is not recommended to use any other bit other than
masonry or chisels do not use metal cutting drills, this could cause serious injury

NOTE: chiseling for an extended period of time may cause the chisel motor to overheat. If the
chisel gets hot, stop chiseling and allow it to cool for at least 15 minutes.

Precautions on using electric hammer chisel

1. Before using the electric hammer chisel always
make sure the oil supply s to the fullleveland
the screwis tight.

2. This electric hammerchisel has a fixed handle
always make sure the screws holding the
handle are secure before operation takes place.
Always use both hands when using this chisel
failure to adhere to this could invite injuries.

3. Safe operation, always make sure you have a
stable posture and safe footing before
operating the electric hammerchisel.

4.Whenworking at a high level, always make sure
that no person orpersons are belowyou, as
this could invite injuries to those persons under

you.

5. Before starting anyjob like breaking, chipping a
wall, floor or ceiling, thoroughly confirm that no
items such as an electric cable, water pipe or
conduit are buried inside as this could cause
injury or flooding.

6. Properly set the bit holder.

7.The bit can become very hot during operation
exercise extreme caution as this could cause
injury.

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Hammer chisel
Prior to operation
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1. Powersource
Ensure that the power source to be utilized
conforms to the powerrequirements specified
on the product nameplate.
2. Grounding
This tool should be grounded while in use to
protect the operator from electric shock.
The toolis equipped with a three-conductor
cord and grounding type receptacle, the green
(orgreen and yellow] conductorin the cord is
the groundingwire. Never connect the green
(orgreen and yellow] wire to alive or neutral
terminal.

3. Powerswitch
Ensure that the power switch is in the off
position before anywork s carried out on the
chisel. Ifthe plug is connected to a power
receptacle while the power switchisin the on
position, the power toolwill start operating
immediately this could invite serious injury.
4. Extension cord.
When thework area is away from the power
source, use an extension cord of sufficient
thickness and rated capacity. The extension

cord should be kept as short as practicable

How to use the electric hammer chisel

Place the bit you are going to use to do the job
inhandasinFig3and4

1. Pullthe trigger switch afterapplying the chisel
bit tip to the chiseling position.

2. It may be necessary to punch the bit against
the crushing position forcibly in order to begin
the striking stroke. This is not due to malfunc-
tion of the tool, it means that the safe guard
mechanism against no-load striking iswaorking.

3. By utilizing the weight of the machine and by
firmly holding the hammer chiselwith both
hands, one can effectively control the

subsequent recoil motion. (See Fig 5)

Proceed at a moderate work rate, the use of too
much force willimpair efficiency.

CAUTION

Sometimes the tool does not begin the
striking stroke even when the motor rotates
this may be because the oil has become thick
Due to low temperature or has been
standing idle for long period. Run the chisel
for approx 5 minutes to bring the oil

temperature up.

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Maintenance and inspection

1. Inspecting the tool
When using dull tool bits this can cause motor
malfunction and degraded efficiency. Always
replace dull bits with new ones without delay
when abrasionis noted.

2. Inspecting the mounting screws
Regularlyinspect allmounting screws and
ensure that they are properly tightened.
Should any of the screws be loose, retighten
them immediately. Failure to do so could result
in serious injury.

3.Maintenance of the motor.

The motorunitwindingis thevery “heart” of the
power tool. Exercise due care to ensure the

winding does not become damaged and/orwet

Always keep carbon brushes clean and
ensure that they slide freelywithin the brush

holders.

4. Inspecting the carbon brushes.

The motoremploys carbon brushes thatare
consumable parts; since an excessivelyworn
carbon brush could result in motor trouble,
replace the carbon brush.
