General Power Tool Safety Warnings

WARNING:

Read all safety warnings and instructions.Failure to follow the warnings and instructions may result
in electric shock, fire and/or serious injury.Save all warnings and instructions for future
reference.The term "power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tool.

Work area safety

2. Do not operate power tools in explosive tolose control.

flammable liquids, gases or dust. Power tools
create sparks which mayignite the dust or
fumes.

Electrical safety

1. Powertool plugs must match the outlet. never modify the plug in anyway. Do not use any adapter plugs with
grounded power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

2. Avoid body contact with grounded surfaces such as pipes, radiators, ranges and refrigerators. There isan
increased risk of electric shock if your body is grounded.

3. Do not expose power tools to rain orwet conditions. Water entering a power toolwillincrease the risk of
electric shock.

4. Do not abuse the cord. never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool. Keep cord away
from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords increase the risk of electric shock.

5.When operating a power tool outdoors, use an extension cord suitable for outdoor use. Use of a cord suitable
foroutdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock.

6.Ifoperating a powertoolin a damp location is unavoidable, use a Ground Fault circuit interrupter (GFci)

protected supply. Use of a GFCI reduces the risk of electric shock.
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Personal safety

1.Stayalert, watchwhat you are doing and use common sense when operating a power tool. Do not use a
power toolwhile you are tired or under the influence of drugs, alcohol or medication. Amoment of
inattention while operating power tools may result in serious personalinjury.

2. Use personal protective equipment. always wear eye protection. Safety equipment such as dust mask,
non-skid safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protection used for appropriate conditions will reduce personal
injuries.

3.Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure the triggeris in the off-position before connecting to power source,
picking up or carrying the tool. Carrying power tools with your finger on the Trigger or energizing power
tools that have the Trigger on invites accidents.

4. Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at alltimes. This enables better control of the power
toolin unexpected situations.

5. Dress properly. Do not wearloose clothing orjewelry. Keep your hair, clothing and gloves away from
moving parts. Loose clothes, jewelry orlong hair can be caughtin moving parts.

6. If devices are provided for the connection of dust extraction and collection facilities, ensure these are
connected and properly used. Use of these devices can reduce dust-related hazards.

7.0nly use safety equipment that has been approved by an appropriate standards agency. Unapproved
safety equipment may not provide adequate protection.

Power tool use and care

1. Do not force the powertool. use the correct power tool foryour application. The correct power toolwilldo
the job betterand safer at the rate forwhich it was designed.

2. Do not use the powertoolif the triggerdoes not turn it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be controlled
with the Triggeris dangerous and must be repaired.

3. Disconnect the plug from the power source before making any adjustments, changing accessories, or
storing power tools. Such preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool
accidentally.

4. Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons unfamiliarwith the power tool
orthese instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

5.Maintain power tools. check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage of parts and any other
condition that may affect the power tool's operation. if damaged, have the power tool repaired before use.
Many accidents are caused by poorly maintained power tools.

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Service

8. Do not operate this tool ifyou have back, neck, orwrist injuries, or other conditions that will be aggravated by
the severe jerking forces that this tool exerts upon the operator.

9. Maintain labels and nameplates on the tool. These carry important safety information. If unreadable or
missing, contact Tolsen Tools fora replacement.

10. Avoid unintentional starting. Prepare to begin work before turning on the tool.

Important: carefully read the instructions in this manual as well as the general safety

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Work piece and Work area Set up

1. Designate awork area that is clean and well-lit. The work area must not allow access by children or pets to
preventdistractionand injury.

2. Route the power cord along a safe route to reach the work area without creating a tripping hazard or
exposing the power cord to possible damage. The power cord must reach the work areawith enough extra
length to allow free movement while working.

3.There must not be objects, such as utilitylines, nearby that will present a hazard while working.

General Operating instructions

1.Make sure that the Triggeris in the off-position, then plug in the tool.

2.0Once the chiselis installed and the Auxiliary Handle set in the desired position, set the tip of the bit against
thework area.

3. Place one hand on the Auxiliary Handle and the other hand around the Main Handle.

4.Press the Trigger to activate the Demolition Hammer.

5.WARNING! Once activated, do not press, bear down or thrust forcibly against the work surface. Hold
the Demolition Hammer with just enough pressure so that the tool's own weight supplies the needed
force.

6.Whenworkis complete, release the Trigger.

7. To prevent accidents, turn off the tool and disconnect its power supply after use. Clean, then store the tool
indoors out of children’s reach.

NOTE: If the Demolition Hammer has not been used for a long period of time or is being used in low
temperatures, the tool should run for about two minutes before achieving full performance.

Make sure the Trigger properly actuates when pressed and that the tool turns off when its released.
NOTE: Avoid operating the tool without pressing the bit against an object. Doing so will damage the
tool.

MAINTENANCE AND SERVICING

A Procedures not specifically explained in this manual must be performed only by a qualified technician.

Note: the Demolition Hammer will cease operation once carbon Brushes are worn. check Brushes

every 100-120 hours and, when necessary, replace them.

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Cleaning and Maintenance

1. BEFORE EACH USE, inspect the general condition of the tool. Check for:
-loose hardware,
-misalignment or binding of moving parts,
-damaged cord/electricalwiring,
-dullorcracked Chisel,
-cracked or broken parts, and
-anyother condition that may affect its safe operation.
2. AFTER USE, wipe external surfaces of the toolwith clean cloth.
3.This Tool comes properly lubricated. Internal lubrication is only needed when replacing the Carbon
Brushes, see below.
Note: the Demolition Hammer has airtight construction, allowing three months of continuous usage
before lubrication is needed.
4. Store intemperatures no lowerthan 50-60° F.
5. A WARNING If the supply cord of this power tool is damaged, it must be replaced only by a

qualified service technician.

Replacing carbon Brushes and Lubrication

NOTE: The Demolition Hammer will cease operation once carbon Brushes are worn. check Brushes
every 100-120 hours and, when necessary, replace them.

1. Use screwdriver to remove the Carbon Brush Cover.

2. Replace the Carbon Brush in the Carbon Brush Holder.

3.Replace Brush Cap, Rubber Cap, and Carbon Brush Cover.

4. Remove the Grease Cover using Grease Cover Wrench and lubricate the gearbox using White Lithium

Grease or Molybdenum Grease whenever replacing the Carbon Brushes.
