2 SAFETY WOKIN

Safety Warnings Common for Grinding or
Abrasive Cutting-Off Operations:

1. This powertoolis intended to function as a sander, wire brush, palisher. Read all safety, warnings,
instructions, illustrations and specifications provided with this power tool. Failure to follow allinstructions
listed below may result in electric shock, fire and/or serious injury.

2. Operations such as grinding, or cutting-off are not recommended to be performed with this powertool.
Operations forwhich the power toolwas not designed may create a hazard and cause personalinjury.

3. Do not use accessories which are not specifically designed and recommended by the tool manufacturer.
Just because the accessory can be attached to your power tool, it does not assure safe operation.

4.Do not use accessories which are not specifically designed and recommended by the tool manufacturer.
Just because the accessory can be attached to your power tool, it does not assure safe operation.

5.Therated speed of the accessory must be at least equal to the maximum speed marked on the power tool.
Accessories running faster than theirrated speed can break and fly apart.

6. The outside diameterand the thickness of your accessory must be within the capacity rating ofyour
power tool. Incorrectly sized accessories cannot be adequately guarded or controlled.

7.The arbour size of wheels, flanges, backing pads orany otheraccessory must properly fit the spindle of the
power tool. Accessories with arbour holes that do not match the mounting hardware of the power toolwill
run out of balance, vibrate excessively and may cause loss of control.

8. Do not use adamaged accessory. Before each use inspect the accessory such as abrasive wheels for
chips and cracks, backing pad for cracks, tear or excess wear, wire brush forloose or cracked wires. If power
tooloraccessoryis dropped, inspect fordamage orinstallan undamaged accessory. Afterinspecting and
installing an accessory, position yourself and bystanders away from the plane of the rotating accessory
and run the power tool at maximum no-load speed for one minute. Damaged accessories will normally

break apart during this test time.

9. Wear personal protective equipment. Depending on application, use face shield, safety goggles or
safety glasses. As appropriate, wear dust mask, hearing protectors, gloves and workshop apron
capable of stopping small abrasive orworkpiece fragments. The eye protection must be capable of
stopping flying debris generated by various operations. The dust mask or respirator must be capable
of filtrating particles generated by your operation. Prolonged exposure to high intensity noise may
cause hearingloss.

10. Keep bystanders a safe distance away from work area. Anyone entering the work area must wear
personal protective equipment. Fragments of workpiece or of a broken accessory may fly away and
cause injury beyond immediate area of operation.

11. Hold power tool by insulated gripping surfaces only, when performing an operation where the cutting
accessory may contact hidden wiring orits own cord. Cutting accessory contacting a “live” wire may
make exposed metal parts of the power tool “live” and shock the operator.

12. Position the cord clear of the spinning accessory. If you lose control, the cord may be cut orsnagged
and your hand orarm may be pulled into the spinning accessory.

13. Neverlay the power tool down until the accessory has come to a complete stop. The spinning
accessory may grab the surface and pull the power tool out of your control.

14. Do not run the power toolwhile carrying it at your side. Accidental contact with the spinning
accessory could snag your clothing, pulling the accessory into your body.

15. Reqgularly clean the powertool's airvents. The motor's fan will draw the dust inside the housing and
excessive accumulation of powdered metal may cause electrical hazards.

16. Do not operate the power tool near flammable materials. Sparks could ignite these materials.

17. Do not use accessories that require liquid coolants. Using water or otherliquid coolants may resultin

electrocution orshock.
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Kickback and Related Warnings

Kickbackis a sudden reaction to a pinched or
snagged rotating wheel, backing pad, brush or
any otheraccessory. Pinching orsnagging
causes

rapid stalling of the rotating accessorywhichin
turn causes the uncontrolled powertool to be
forced in the direction opposite of the accessory's
rotation at the point of the binding.

Forexample, if an abrasive wheelis snagged or
pinched by the workpiece, the edge of thewheel
thatis entering into the pinch point can dig into
the surface of the material causing the wheel to
climb out orkick out. The wheel may eitherjump
toward oraway from the operator, depending on
direction of the wheel's movement at the point of
pinching. Abrasive wheels may also break under
these conditions.

Kickback s the result of power tool misuse and/or
incorrect operating procedures or conditions and
can be avoided by taking proper precautions as
given below.

a) Maintain a firm grip on the power tooland
position your body and arm to allow you to

resist kickback forces. Always use auxiliary
handle, if provided, for maximum control over
kickback or torque reaction during start-up.

The operator can controltorque reactions or

kickback forces, if proper precautions are taken.

SAFETY

- Check that the maximum speed indicated on
the disc corresponds to the maximum speed
ofthe machine. The speed of the machine
must not exceed thevalue on the disc.

-Make sure that the dimensions of the disc
correspond

to the specifications of the machine.

- Make sure that the disc has been mounted
and fastened properly. Do not use reducing
rings or adapters to make the disc fit properly.
-Never use this machine single handed.
Always use both hands to operate the machine.
Do not touch any rotating parts.

-Make sure the wool bonnet is not contacting

theworkpiece before the machine is switched on.

- Do not touch the workpiece immediately after
operation. It may be hot.

-Warning: The wheel still rotates after the
machine has been switched off

-Hold the machine by the insulated gripswhen
performing an operation where contact can

be made with hiddenwiring orits own cord.

- Before use, inspect the disc forany damage.
Do not use discs which are crack-ed, ripped
orotherwise damaged.

- Before use, let the machine runidle for 30
seconds. Immediately switch off the machine
in case of abnormalvibrations oroccurrence
ofanotherdefect. Carefullyinspect the
machine and disc before switching the

machine on again.
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Electrical safety

When using electric machines always observe the safety regulations applicable in your country to reduce the
risk of fire, electric shock and personalinjury.

Replacing cables or plugs

Using extension cables

Only use an approved extension cable suitable for the power input of the machine. The minimum conductor
sizeis 1.5 mm2.When using a cable reel always unwind the reel completely.

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SETUP

ASSEMBLY

Prior to mounting an accessory always unplug the tool.

Assembling the handle

The handleis suitable foreitherleft orrighthanded use.
- Installthe handle in suchway that the holes
match the screwholes on the machine.

- Tighten the handle with the bolts and hexagon key.

Assembling accessoires

- Press the spindle lock (5)

- Screw and tighten the pad holder on the spindle

- Depress the spindle lock (5)

Mount the polishing pad (4) onto the pad holder (5).

Accessoires

Wool polishing pad (4] This is used for a high gloss finish.
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A Always follow the safety instructions and keep to the applicable regulations.

- Hold the machine away from the workpiece when switch it on and off.

- Always first switch the machine off after use before removing the plug from the socket.

Speed control

The speed of the disc can be controlled with
the rotary knob on top of the handle.

The higherthe position, the higher the
speed.

When usingwax on the polishing pad do
not startatahigh speed.

Switching on and off

- This machine is equipped with alock-on
button.

- Start the machine by pressing the on/off
button (1)

- To set the machine in continuous mode press
the on/off switch (A) and then press the Lockon
button (B)

- To switch the machine back off, shortly press
the on/off button and release.

Onlylay the machine down once the motor has
completely stopped turning. Do not put the
machine on a dusty surface. Dust particles can
penetrate the machine.

A Never use the spindle lock to stop the motor turning.
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MAINTENANCE AND SERVICING

Make sure that the machine is not live when carrying out maintenance work on the motor.

This machine has been designed to operate over along period of time with a minimum of maintenance.
Continuous satisfactory operation depends upon proper machine care and regular cleaning.

A Repairs and servicing should only be carried out by a qualified technician or service firm.

Cleaning

Keep the ventilation slots of the machine clean to prevent overheating of the engine. Regularly clean

the machine housing with a soft cloth, preferably after each use. Keep the ventilation slots free from dust and
dirt. Ifthe dirt does not come off use a soft cloth moistened with soapywater. Never use

solvents such as petrol, alcohol, ammonia water, etc. These solvents may damage the plastic parts.

Faults
Should a fault occur, e.g. afterwear of a part, please contact the service address on the warranty card. In the
back of this manualyou find an exploded view showing the parts that can be ordered.

Environment

To prevent damage during transport, the appliance is delivered in a solid packaging which consists largely of
reusable material. Therefore please make use of options for recycling the packaging.
