General Safety

WARNING:
Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and instructions may
result in electric shock, fire and/or serious injury.

WARNING:

This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced, physical or
mental capabilities or lack of experience or knowledge unless they have been given supervision or
instruction concerning use of the appliance by a person responsible for their safety.

Children must be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance.

Save allwarnings and instructions for future reference

The term "power tool" in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tool or
battery-operated [cordless) power tool.

Work area safety

1.Keepworkarea clean and welllit.Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

2. Do not operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases
ordust. Power tools create sparks which mayignite the dust or fumes.

3. Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose
control.

Electrical safety

1. Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in anyway. Do not use any adapter plugs
with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will reduce risk of electric
shock.

2. Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is anincreased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

3.D0 NOT expose power tools to rain orwet conditions. Water entering a power toolwillincrease the risk
of electric shock.

4.D0 NOT abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool. Keep
cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords increase the risk of
electric shock.

5.When operating a power tool outdoors, use an extension cord suitable for outdoor use. Use of a cord
suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock.

6. If operating a powertoolin a damp location is unavoidable, use a residual current device (RCD) or
ground fault circuit interrupter (GFCI) protected supply. Use of an RCD or GFCI reduces the risk of
electric shock.

7. Powertools can produce electromagnetic fields [EMF] that are not harmful to the user. However, users
of pacemakers and other similar medical devices should contact the maker of their device and/ordoctor
foradvice before operating this powertool.
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Personal safety

2. Use personal protective equipment. Always wear eye protection. Protective equipment such as dust mask,
non-skid safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protection used for appropriate conditions will reduce personal
injuries.

3. Prevent unintentional starting. Ensure the switch is in the off-position before connecting to power source
and/or battery pack, picking up or carrying the tool. Carrying power tools with your finger on the switch or
energising power tools that have the switch oninvites accidents.

4. Remove any adjusting key orwrench before turning the powertoolon. Awrench ora keyleft attached to a
rotating part of the power tool may result in personalinjury.

5.D0 NOT overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times. This enables better control of the power
toolin unexpected situations.

6. Dress properly. Do not wearloose clothing orjewellery. Keep your hair, clothing and gloves away from
moving parts. Loose clothes, jewellery orlong hair can be caught in moving parts.

7 .Ifdevices are provided for the connection of dust extraction and collection facilities, ensure these are
connected and properly used. Use of dust collection can reduce dust-related hazards.

8. Do not let familiarity gained from frequent use of tools allow you to become complacent and ignore tool
safety principles.

Power tool use and care

1.DO NOT force the power tool. use the carrect power tool foryour application. The correct power toolwill do
the job better and safer at the rate forwhich it was designed.

2.DO NOT use the powertoolif the switch does not turn it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be
controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

3. Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power tool before making any
adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such preventive safety measures reduce the
risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

4. Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons unfamiliarwith the power tool
orthese instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

5.Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage of parts and any other
condition that may affect the power tool's operation. If damaged, have the power tool repaired before use.
Many accidents are caused by poorly maintained power tools.

6. Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges areless
likely to bind and are easier to control.

7. Use the power tool, accessories and tool bits etc. in accordance with these instructions, taking into account
theworking conditions and the work to be performed. Use of the power tool for operations different from
those intended could resultin a hazardous situation.

8. Keep handles and grasping surfaces dry, clean and free from oiland grease. Slippery handles and grasping
surfaces do not allow for safe handling and control of the tool in unexpected situations.
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Battery Tool Use and Care

1. Recharge onlywith the charger specified by the manufacturer. A charger that is suitable for ane type of
battery pack may create a risk of fire when used with another battery pack.

2. Use powertools only with specifically designated battery packs. Use of any other battery packs may create
ariskofinjuryand fire.

3.When battery packis not in use, keep it away from other metal objects, like paper clips, coins, keys, nails,
screws or other small metal objects that can make a connection from one terminal to another. Shorting the
battery terminals together may cause burns or a fire.

4.Under abusive conditions, liquid may be ejected from the battery; avoid contact. If contact occurs, flush with
water. Ifliquid contacts eyes, additionally seek medical help. Liquid ejected from the battery may cause
irritation or burns.

5. Do not use a battery pack or tool that is damaged or modified. Damaged or modified batteries may exhibit
unpredictable behaviourresulting in fire, explosion or risk of injury.

6. Do not expose a battery pack or tool to fire or excessive temperature. Exposure to fire or temperature above

Service

1.Have your power tool serviced by a qualified repair person using only identical replacement parts. This will
ensure that the safety of the power toolis maintained.
2. Never service damaged battery packs. Service of battery packs should only be performed by the manufacturer

orauthorized service providers.
3. Followinstruction forlubricating and changing accessories.

Drill Safety Warnings

1. Use auxiliary handle(s), if supplied with the tool. Loss of control can cause personalinjury.

2. Hold power tool by insulated gripping surfaces, when performing an operation where the cutting accessory
may contact hiddenwiring orits own cord. Cutting accessory contacting a "live" wire may make exposed
metal parts of the powertool "live" and could give the operatoran electric shock.

3. Let bit cool before touching, changing oradjusting it. Bits heat up dramaticallywhile in use, and can burn
you.

4.Ifthe drill bit jams, release the Triggerimmediately; drill torque can cause injury or break bit.

5.Maintainlabels and nameplates on the tool. These carry important safety information. If unreadable or
missing, contact WOKIN Tools for a replacement.

6. Avoid unintentional starting. Prepare to begin work before turning on the tool.

7.Do notlay the tool down untilit has come to a complete stop. Moving parts can grab the surface and pull the
toolout of yourcontrol.

8.When using a handheld power tool, maintain a firm grip on the toolwith both hands to resist starting torque.

9. Do not leave the tool unattended when the Battery Packis connected. Turn off the tool, and remove the
Battery Pack before leaving.

10.The battery Chargergets hot during use. The Charger’s heat can build up to unsafe levels and create a fire
hazard if it does not receive adequate ventilation, due to an electrical fault, orifitis used in a hot
environment. Do not place the Charger on a flammable surface. Do not obstruct anyvents on the Charger.
Especially avoid placing the charger on carpets and rugs; they are not only flammable, but they also
obstructvents underthe charger. Place the Chargeron a stable, solid, nonflammable surface (such as a
stable metalworkbench or concrete floor] at least 1 foot away from all flammable objects, such as drapes or
walls. Keep a fire extinguisherand a smoke detectorin the area. Frequently monitor the Chargerand
Battery Packwhile charging.

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Battery Safety

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Be sure to read the following information before you use your cordless screwdriver for the first time:

1. Charge the battery packwith the charger supplied. An empty battery pack requires a charging period of
approximately 1 hour.

2. 0nly ever use sharp drill bits and screwdriver bits which are suitable for the purpose and in faultless
condition.

3. Always check for concealed electric cables and gas and water pipes when drilling and screwing in walls.

OPERATION

Charging the battery pack (Fig. 2/3)

1. Remove the battery pack (5] from the handle, pressing the
pushlock buttons (8) downwards to do so.

2. Checkthatyour mainsvoltage is the same as that marked on
the rating plate of the battery charger. Plug the mains plug of
the charger (6] into the mains socket outlet.

3. Push the battery pack onto the battery charger. Thered LED
willcome on toindicate that the battery packis being charged.
When the charging process is finished, the red green will be
permanentlylit. The time it takes to fully recharge an empty
batteryis approximately 1 hour.

Ifthe battery pack fails to become charged, please check:

- whetherthere isvoltage at the socket-outlet.

- whetherthere is proper contact at the chargingcontacts on the
charger.

Ifthe battery still fails to become charged, please return:

-the charger

-the battery pack to our Customer Service Department.

To ensure that the battery pack provides long service you should Fig.2/3
take care torecharge it promptly.

You must recharge the battery packwhen you notice that the
power of the cordless screwdriver drops.

Never fully discharge the battery pack. This will cause the battery
pack to develop a defect.

Torque setting (Fig. 4 / Item 1)

The cordless screwdriveris fitted with a mechanical torque

selector. The torque fora specific size of screwis selected with

the torgue selector (1). The correct torque depends on several
factors:

-on the type and hardness of material in question

-on the type and length screws used

-on the requirements needing to be met by the screwed joint.

The clutch disengages with a grating sound toindicate when the

settorqueisreached.

Important! The tool must be at a standstillwhen you set the

torque with the setting ring.
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Drilling (Fig. 5/ Item 1)

Fordrilling purposes, move the torque selector to the last step ,Drill*. In
this setting the slip clutch is inactive.

The maximum torque is available in drilling mode.

Forward/Reverse switch (Fig. 6 / Item 3)

With the slide switch(3) above the Trigger switch (4] you can select the

direction of rotation of the batterypowered drill /screwdriverand secure

it against being switched on accidentally. You can choose between

clockwise and anticlockwise rotation. To avoid causing damage to the

gearing itis advisable to change the direction of rotation only when the

toolis at a standstill. The Trigger switchis blocked when the slid switchiis

in centre position.

Trigger switch(Fig. 6 / Item 4)

Infinitelyvariable speed controlis possible with the Trigger switch. The

furtheryou press the switch, the higher the speed of the batterypowered

drill/screwdriver.

Changing over from 1st gear to 2nd gear [Fig. 7/ Item 7)

You canwork at a higher orlower speed depending on the position of the

selector switch. To avoid damaging the gear unit you should only change

overgearswhen the tool has stopped.

Turn on:

Pressand hold the Trigger switch to start up the unit.

Turn off:

To switch off the unit, release the Trigger switch.

Battery capacity indicator (Fig. 8- Item 2]

The 3 LEDs [2) willindicate the status of battery capacity as soon as you

press the button.

LED lamp (Fig. 8)

The LEDlamp (10) can be used in poor lighting conditions to illuminate

the areawhere youwant todrill or screw. The LED lamp (10) will be Tit

automatically as soon as you press the Trigger switch (4). 8

Changing the tool (Fig. 9)

Important. Set the slide switch (3] toits centre position wheneveryou

carry out anywork (forexample changing the tool, maintenance work,

etc) on the cordless screwdriver.

‘The cordless screwdriver is fitted with a quickaction chuck (3] with an
automatic spindle stop.

- Open the chuck (9). The chuck opening (a) must be large enough to hold
the tool (drill bit or screwdriver bit).

- Select the suitable tool. Push the tool as far as possible into the chuck
opening (a). 9

-Tighten the chuck (9) and then check that the toolis secure.

Screwdriving

We recommend using self-centering screws (e.g. Torx screws, recessed

head screws) designed for reliable working. Be sure to use a bit that

matches the screwin shape and size. Set the torque, as described

elsewhere in these operating instructions, to suit the size of screw.

Hook

- With the hook the device can be hung on the wall.

-The hook can be mounted on both sides of the handle.

MAINTENANCE

WARNING: ALWAYS disconnect from the mains power supply, before carrying out any
maintenance/cleaning of the charger. Remove the battery before carrying out any
maintenance/cleaning of the appliance.

Note: Both the appliance and the charger contain no user-serviceable parts. If the device does not
perform as outlined in this manual, return it to an authorised service centre for repair.

General Inspection

1. Regularly check that all the fixing screws are tight.
2. Inspect the supply cord of the tool, priorto each use, fordamage orwear. Repairs should be carried out by
an authorised service centre. This advice also applies to extension cords used with this too.

Cleaning

1.Keepyourtoolclean at alltimes. Dirt and dust will cause internal parts to wear quickly, and shorten the
machine's service life. Clean the body of your machine with a soft brush, ordry cloth. If available, use clean,
dry, compressed airto blow through theventilation holes.

2. Clean the tool casing with a soft damp cloth using a mild detergent. Do not use alcohol, petrol or strong
cleaning agents.

3. Neveruse caustic agents to clean plastic parts.

Lubrication

1. Slightly lubricate allmoving parts at regular intervals with a suitable spray lubricant.

Storage

1. Store this tool carefully in a secure, dry place out of the reach of children.
2. Do not store the tooland battery pack in locations where the temperature may reach orexceed 40 °C.

Disposal
